Lo Log DEPTH is a single input data logger with 
vented external pressure transducer.  The logger 
contains a special membrane to allow the pressure 
transducer to vent to atmosphere without letting 
water into the logger or transducer electronics.  
 
Once installed, Lo Log DEPTH can operate 
unattended until you need the data. It is ideal for 
harsh applications. 
 
The vented sensor glanded into the data logger 
makes the Lo Log DEPTH especially suitable for 
accurately monitoring shallow depths of water . 
 
 

Lo Log DEPTH requires no maintenance in 
service. The on board battery will last for around 8 
years in normal use.  
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ADVANCED DESIGN 
 
Lo Log DEPTH has an integral hydrophobic filter
which allows the vented depth transducer to breath
directly through the logger casing without
compromising the waterproof integrity of the
system. 
 
Lo Log DEPTH is fully compatible with the
acclaimed Rad Log for Windows™ software. 
 
Rad Log can be used to programme all of the
features of Lo  Log DEPTH. Once set up, Lo Log
DEPTH can be left unattended.  
 
Data can be downloaded into a Psion workabout,
laptop/notebook or directly into a desktop PC. 
 
Once downloaded, the full power of Rad Log can
be used to analyse and manipulate data. If
required, Rad Log can ‘stitch’ data together to
produce a contiguous archive of information from a
single Lo Log DEPTH.
